1.4        QUALITY ASSURANCE

Metal units are inherently noncombustible.  Flame-spread index options correspond to flame-spread and smoke-developed Classes A, B, and C; verify, with manufacturers selected, availability of suitable units.  See "Fire-Test-Response Characteristics" Article in the Evaluations.

A. Regulatory Requirements:  Comply with applicable provisions in the U.S. Architectural & Transportation Barriers Compliance Board's "Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Architectural Barriers Act (ABA) Accessibility Guidelines for Buildings and Facilities" and ICC/ANSI A117.1 for toilet compartments designated as accessible.

Overhead Bracing: (To be selected)

Manufacturer's continuous Aluminum head rail with anti-grip profile and in manufacturer’s standard finish.

Manufacturer's continuous PaperStone head rail with anti-grip profile and in manufacturer’s standard finish.

3.
Manufacturer's continuous Decorative Curved PaperStone head rail, with anti-grip profile and in manufacturer's standard finish.
C.
Support Posts for Urinal Screens: Manufacturer's standard double ear extruded aluminum continuous bracket.
D. 
Anchorages and Fasteners: Manufacturer's standard exposed fasteners of stainless steel, finished to match hardware, with theft-resistant-type heads. Provide sex-type bolts for through-bolt applications.  For concealed anchors, use hot-dip galvanized, or other rust-resistant, protective-coated steel.

FABRICATION

A. Perform as per manufacturers instructions and approved shop drawings. 

B. Fabricate doors, panels and pilasters from full sheets avoiding having seams in completed units. 

C. Sand panels in accordance with manufacturers recommendations

D. Apply final treatment of proprietary panel finish in accordance with manufacturers recommendations. 

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 
INSTALLATION

A.
General: Manufacturer to provide written installation instructions. Install units rigid, straight, level, and plumb. Secure units in position with manufacturer's recommended anchoring devices.

Maximum Clearances:

a.
Pilasters and Panels: 1/2 inch (13 mm).

b.
Panels and Walls: 1 inch (25 mm).

2.
Brackets: Secure panels to walls and to pilasters with continuous angle or U-brackets as indicated in the shop drawings.
B. 
Secure pilasters to floor and level, plumb, and tighten. Secure continuous head rail to each pilaster with not less than two fasteners. Hang doors to align tops of doors with tops of panels and adjust so tops of doors are parallel with overhead brace when doors are in closed position.

C.
Wall-Hung Urinal Screens: Attach with anchoring devices as detailed in the shop drawings. Set units level and plumb, and to resist lateral impact.

3.2 
ADJUSTING

A. Hardware Adjustment: Adjust hardware according to manufacturer's written instructions for proper operation. Set hinges on in-swinging doors to hold doors open approximately 30 degrees from closed position when unlatched. Set hinges on out-swinging doors to return doors to fully closed position.
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
